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Before taking the "Thesis Supervision (1) & (I1)" courses, MA students must pass one of the following
English proficiency tests and provide proof of scores (valid for two years): (1) TOEFL (iBT) score 79 or
above, (2) IELTS score 6.5 or above, (3) TOEIC score 870 or above, or (4) Cambridge English Certificate
CAE. Students who do not meet the English proficiency standard must provide scores from two failed tests
and apply for passing a three-credit elective course in this MA program to waive the English proficiency
requirement.
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Before taking the "Thesis Supervision (I) & (II)" courses, MA students must submit a thesis topic and a
proposal, signed by the supervisor and reviewed by a committee comprising at least three full-time faculty
members, including the supervisor and others appointed by the MA program coordinator.
