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The minimum requirement for graduation is 128 credits, with 58 credits from the Department’s compulsory courses.
University requirements include "Chinese Literature" (4 credits) and "English Conversation & Reading" (4 credits, from
which our students are exempted, but should be replaced with other General Education credits). General Education electives
amount to 24 credits, with 0 credits from "Physical Education” over 4 semesters.
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Before graduation, students should complete a minimum of 22 credits by taking elective “Literature and Culture” or

“Linguistics” courses.
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Students should complete at least 8 credits over two years from courses in a second foreign language. Students with
language proficiency certifications, such as passing the N4 level in the Japanese Language Proficiency Test, or A2 level in
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CEFR (Common European Framework of Reference for Languages) for Spanish, German, or French, can apply for
exemption from language course requirements, but must take additional departmental elective courses to meet credit
requirements, effective from the academic year 2011. (Students who study a second language other than French, Spanish,
German, or Japanese at national universities outside technical and vocational systems and complete at least 8 credits over 2
years can have their credits recognized.)
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Students may be exempted from taking “English Listening and Conversation” and “Advanced English Listening and
Conversation” courses by passing a proficiency test, but they must make up for the credits with departmental elective
courses.
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Students must pass one of the following English proficiency tests before graduation: GEPT High-Intermediate all four skills
(Listening, Reading, Speaking, and Writing), TOEFL (iBT) score of 79 or above, IELTS score of 6 or above, TOEIC score
of 750 or above, Cambridge Certificate FCE Grade B or above. Students who do not meet the standards must continue
taking the tests, or they may provide evidence of failing scores before they take the course "TOEIC and English for|
Professional Communication™ or a 3-credit departmental “Literature and Culture” or “Linguistics” elective course taught
entirely in English. Courses used for exemption are not counted toward the graduation credits.
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Graduates from equivalent high school levels abroad or in Hong Kong or Macao with the same qualifications should have a
minimum of 140 credits for graduation. Students with equivalent qualifications by completing university preparatory
courses or continuing education courses offered by schools recognized by the Ministry of Education, according to
Regulations Governing the Assessment and Recognition of Foreign Academic Records by Institutions of Higher Education,
The Regulations Governing the Accreditation of Schools in Mainland China or Regulations Governing the Examination and
Recognition of Educational Records from Hong Kong and Macao, may apply for credit exemption before enroliment.
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Students studying for the University's daytime undergraduate program from the academic year 2009 and onwards should
pass the University's Basic Information Competence Assessment before graduation.
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According to the University's regulation concerning law course credits and graduation, students should complete and pass
one course related to law. The minimum graduation credit requirement for this Department does not include law course
credits.
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Students in the College of Humanities and Social Sciences should take one of the three core elective courses offered by the
General Education Center: "Central Problems in Philosophy,"” "Globalization and Multiculture,” or "Technology and
Society.” This regulation applies to students entering the College from the academic year 2016 and onwards.
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Internship courses are not required for graduation from this Department. A maximum of 9 credits is accepted for graduation.
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The course arrangements are subject to changes made by the Department's curriculum committee.
